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· The name of the game is Barnga – Google it for instructions

·  College Goal Sunday sites on the reservation are different than other sites.  It is even more so of a family/community event.  Then entire community shows up, there is food, etc.

· We made some attempts to reach the Hispanic population in Montana.  It is a small population.  Most youth speak English, it is mostly the older adults that do not speak English.   We needed some balance here so now we have materials by request.  

· Rural Education Opportunities (REO) helped us the most in reaching the Spanish population in Montana.   

· We utilize the American Indian Business Leaders (AIBL) to their full capacity in Montana.  They have a strong presence and can reach out to the Native American population in ways we cannot without their help.  Ie. pow wows, community events, etc.
· We do not work much with refugees or immigrants in Montana.
